 – Talk to your pet about the deceased pet  ه
tell them how you are grieving too and give 
them “permission” to grieve as well.

 ,If the deceased pet was the alpha  ه
the leader, of the house, know that the 
remaining pets will now have to re-establish 
the order in the home.

Allow yourself 
the time and the patience to pay tribute, to 
grieve and to mourn the special bond that 
has been broken.
